In order to successfully participate in this programme, you must be proficient in English. If your first language is not English, you must certify proficiency in English when you apply. Your test results can help you determine whether you are prepared to undertake (post)graduate study conducted in English before making extensive plans for (post)graduate study in the Netherlands. Foreign language ability can fade quickly, so please note that TOEFL and IELTS scores are considered valid for only two years. The scores must be valid at the time you submit your application. If you took the examination multiple times, only the most recent score is considered.
The following requirements apply*/**:

· IELTS, Academic Module. Minimum score: 6.5 overall band, at least 6 for writing.

· TOEFL, iBT. Minimum score: 93 with at least 24 reading, 22 listening, 20 speaking, 17 writing (internet-based test), institutional scores are not accepted (the TOEFL institution code for Utrecht University is 9062).

· Cambridge Certificate in Advanced English, at least a B grade.

· Cambridge Certificate of Proficiency in English, at least a C grade.

*Exceptions: You do not have to submit proof of proficiency if you obtained your Master’s degree in Australia, Canada, Ireland, New Zealand, Singapore, UK, USA or South Africa, or you obtained an IB Diploma or EB Diploma (taught in English).

**Chinese students have to take the IELTS or TOEFL test.
